My gratitude also goes to the counseling de-
partment for putting in countless work hours to 
minimize the impact that the schedule changes 

had on students.

In fact, 
we have students from over 21 countries new 
to the Pyle family this year.

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Seventh grade is off to a wonderful start! The Voyager, Challenger, and Trailblazer teachers have enjoyed getting to know 

our new group of students over the first few weeks of school. We have certainly hit the ground running academically as well. 

In science students are investigating the properties and behaviors of waves and applying them to the concepts of light and 

sound.  They will then relate these concepts to understanding how we see and hear.  A culminating activity will be the sheep's 

eye dissection to more fully understand eye structure and function. In World Studies, students have already created timelines 

and maps of Europe. In the next few weeks they will examine Feudalism as a simple political system, engaging in activities 

such as a simulation of a feudal kingdom, creating an illustration of a manor, and analyzing primary documents from this time 

period.  

 

Math 7 students are working with Unit One data analysis concepts, including: back-to-back stem and leaf plots, interpreting 

box and whisker plots, central tendency (mean, mode, median), scatter plots, misleading graphs and statistics, and measures 

of variation. IM-7 students are working on Unit 1A concepts including: biased and unbiased sampling techniques and  

The sixth grade students are settled into the routine of middle school.   They come into school in the morning, backpacks over 

their shoulders and head for their lockers, which they are now able to open by themselves.    They report to first period 

without getting lost and easily transition from period to period.    We are all very proud of the new sixth graders and their 

easy acclimation to middle school. 

We invite you to visit your child’s teachers on September 17th for Back to School Night beginning at 7:00 p.m..  At that time 

you will have an opportunity to meet the teachers and find out about the curriculum that your child will be studying throughout 

this year.  In addition, the sixth grade provides a very important second Back to School Night.    During this second 

presentation the teachers will focus on strategies that will help your child be successful in middle school.  Information will be 

provided about organizational expectations, classroom procedures and study skills.  Please bring your child’s binder to the 

meeting as we will also explain how it is set up.   The Headliners second Back to School Night is on September 24th.   The 

Visionaries have planned their presentation for September 29th and the All-Stars will meet on October 1st.  All meetings 

begin at 7:00 p.m. and will be held in the Pyle dining hall.  We hope you can attend both meetings. 

Some important dates that you should mark on your calendar include a field trip on December 16th for all sixth graders to 

National Geographic to see the world famous Terra Cotta soldiers from China.  The field trip is an extension of the sixth 

grade world studies curriculum on ancient China.  Outdoor Education will be held in February this year.  Headliners will 

attend from February 1-3, All-Stars from February 8-10 and Visionaries from February 10-12.  We will be looking for 

parents to join us on this fantastic trip.  More information about this experience will be forthcoming later in the year. 

As the year progresses, please keep an eye on your child’s supplies and replenish them as necessary.  We suggest that you 

check with your child the first of each month to see whether they need more paper or pencils or to see the condition of the 

binder or any other materials that will help your child be successful in school.

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Students for Shakespeare 
The day before the start of the new school year, 2009-2010, 

an enthusiastic group of Shakespeare lovers, all Pyle incoming 

6th, 7th, or 8th graders gathered on the lawn of the National 

Building Museum.  Here they joined Pyle English teachers, 

Celia Harper, Babs Baisley, and Wanda O’Brien and the 

staff of the Shakespeare Theatre Education Department.  

Tickets, which made available through the annual Free For All 

Program, had been reserved through Mrs. Harper, head of 

the Pyle English Department, during the summer.  The turn-out 

was impressive and the reactions to the experience have been 

very positive. 

On behalf of the Science and Engineering Department, I’d 

like to offer a belated welcome back to both new and 

―veteran‖ Pyle students back from summer break. You’ll notice 

that we’re not just the Science Department anymore. Once 

again Montgomery County is demonstrating its leadership in 

education.   

By actively integrating Engineering and Technology into  

science curricula, the county is showing its ongoing commitment 

to preparing students not only for higher education, but also 

for real life experiences in the real world.   

Pyle has opted to begin implementing the new project-based 

curriculum for the 2009-10 school year. Starting in grade 6, 

students will integrate science, technology, engineering and 

math to produce a unique product that reflects the use of sci-

ence in the real world. For example students in grade 6 will be 

asked in the Environment Unit to generate an imaginary butter-

fly habitat using defined parameters. In this project students 

would put to use science concepts, math, engineering and tech-

nology to structure a practical environment for butterflies. Each 

content unit taught in the curriculum will include such a project. 

Content will not dramatically change for grade 6.  

However, the following year, in 2010-11, a 4-unit format will 

replace the current 6-unit curriculum in grade 7. The new 

grade 7 curriculum will include chemistry that’s currently taught 

in grade 8. The Astronomy and the Light and Sound units  

currently taught in grade 7 will move into grade 8. The final 

part of the change will occur in the school year 2011-12, when 

grade 8 will become a high school Earth/Space Science 

course. The current chemistry unit in grade 8 will be deleted, 

since the content will already be covered in grade 7.  

 

In order to support the engineering and technology piece in 

the curriculum, Mr. Falatko and Ms. Noonan will contribute 

their unique talents in the use of computer hardware and 

software for data collection. Mr. Falatko and I will be  

attending the same meetings at the county level every month, 

and Ms. Noonan will be invited to all department meetings. 

 

The Department staff has experienced little change from last 

year. Ms. Hall, Ms. Goodstein, and Ms. Gardner continue to 

hold down the 6th grade slots. I’m moving from 8th grade to 

7th grade to join Ms. Gianfrancesco and Mr. Petrossian, and 

Ms. Bazil (the former Ms. Nacca)  will team up with Mr. Earle 

and Mr. Wallis in 8th grade. While Ms. Bazil is on maternity 

leave, Jerry Langdon, a Pyle veteran ―long term sub‖, will fill 

in for her up to winter break. We’re extremely fortunate to 

have Ms. Sammi Jo Cooper, a Pennsylvania native in her 5th 

year of teaching science, join the Department in a part-time 

role. Ms. Cooper will be splitting her time between Pyle, and  

Neelsville MS, teaching two classes here and three at that up

-county school.

Although we are loosening the Pylenet rules for the Weekly Community Announcements, there are still some types of posts 

that we do not think are appropriate for this forum.  For example, ―discussion‖ type posts will still not be accepted. 

Business advertisements will be permitted, but will be listed in a separate section of the announcements.  Advertisements for a 

given person/business will not be posted more than one time each calendar month.

Messages for the Announcements cannot exceed 200 words.  Please do not use html coding in your message – for example, 

you can include a link to an image in your message, but you cannot embed an image so that it automatically loads in the 

reader’s email program (this can really slow things down).  All messages in the Announcements will be sent in the same font 

and size (formatted by the moderator when the weekly message is sent – so it does not matter what font or size you use to 

submit it, as it will be standardized later).
