For Maryland residents, the cost of the course is $275 plus the cost of the textbook, and
$400 plus the cost of the textbook for non-county residents. Information on dates,
locations and registration is available at
www.montgomerycollege.edu/wdce/satprep.html or a brochure can be obtained from an
MCPS College and Career Center or the School Counseling Office.

A second mailing advertising spring SATs will occur in early
December.

MCPS-In school

Many MCPS high schools offer SAT Prep classes for credit during the school day for
which a student receives a half credit for the semester. These courses are free but
students must register for them during the normal course registration time.

MCPS is providing free online tools to prepare for the PSAT, SAT or ACT through the
TCA Online Study Guides. These guides can be used anywhere, anytime to review
skills, take practice quizzes and track your progress. A special section, FinalPrep, for
the SAT and ACT is specifically designed for preparation the week before the test.
FinalPrep reviews the structure, format, skills, and test-taking tips for testing.
