Students are learning to spell
and read the following vowel patterns: ¢ /oo/ spelled ‘0o’ as in soon ¢ /oo/ spelled ‘00’
asinlook ¢ /ou/ spelled ‘ou’ asin shout ¢ /oi/ spelled ‘oi’ asin oil « /aw/ spelled ‘aw’ as in
paw. Students will be introduced to new tricky words. The grammar lessons in this unit
focus on verb tenses; students will practice identifying whether a verb represents an
action that is happening in the present or one that happened in the past.
