The following are required to finish the program 

and graduate with APPS distinction.

● 3.5 unweighted GPA

● Successful completion of 6 AP classes(and at least 1 AP exam)

● Participation in APPS events

○ guest speakers

○ seminars

○ field trips

● Presentation of Senior Showcase
