If a student is more than 20 minutes late to class, it is considered 
a class absence. If a student misses four or more class periods it will count 
as a whole day of absence.  Parents/Guardians will receive an automated 
phone call from the school if your child is more than 20 minutes late to a 
class or if they miss more than four class periods.   If you have a question 
about attendance please call to speak with Ms. Martinez, our attendance 
secretary or your child’s grade level counselor. Please make sure that you 
provide a note if your child is absent from school.

Students should bring in a note the next day about their excused 
absence in order to adjust the absence to excused. 
 
Students are not supervised in the building until 7:50 a.m., students should 
not be dropped off before this time as it is a safety concern. Students will 
remain outside until 7:50 AM We will have a new Student drop off  area 
that is marked, please drop off students in the designated area only.  
 
Finally, to ensure that students receive the maximum instructional time, 
students will not be called out of class for messages and parents should 
avoid conflicts that interfere with class attendance as much as possible.

Chromebooks  Odessa Shannon will have Chromebook Carts with class sets of 
chromebooks available for student use in the classroom. For students who 
need a device to use at home, students, parents, and MCPS staff can fill out 
the Student Home Use Chromebook Request form on behalf of the student.  
The student’s information will be verified for take-home device eligibility, 
and then a Chromebook will be sent to the school to be checked out to the 
student.  Students will not be required to transport home-use Chromebooks 
to and from school. 

We ask that all 
students put their backpacks in their locker. Students should not carry 
backpacks throughout the school day.
