Acer Chromebook Collection and Decommissioning
Effective December 4, 2024, MCPS will be disabling and collecting older Acer model Chromebooks
because they have reached end-of-life and should no longer be in use. The models being retired include
the Acer C720, C740, C738, and C771. These Acer devices are currently being used in limited settings,
including for home use and to run kiosks or signage in schools. Students currently using one of the listed
Acer Chromebook models should return their device to your school’s ITSS. Students who need a device
for home use can submit a request for a new device by completing the Home Use form. All 15-inch Acer
Spins, as well as Lenovo devices, will continue to work as expected.

Cellphones
Away All Day Policy

Cell phones:
Odessa Shannon has an Away All Day electronics policy.We comply with
the county expectations for cell phone usage in middle schools. We
encourage students not to bring cell phones and other electronic devices,
such as earbuds, to school. If students must bring their phones to school we
ask them to keep them out of sight for the school day. Students are not
allowed to use cell phones in the classroom, hallways or at lunch. They may
only use them before and after school. The school is not responsible for lost
or stolen cell phones/electronics. If a device becomes a distraction
parents will be notified and asked to pick up the cell phones. This
information will be shared multiple times with students on the first day of
school and throughout the week. If a student has to call home they may ask
their teacher for a pass to make the call in the main office.

Students are not supervised in the building until 7:50 a.m., students should
not be dropped off before this time as it is a safety concern.

Students are not allowed to have food delivered to school. If you wish to
drop off lunch for your child. It must be dropped off at the front office.

myMCPS
Classroom/Canvas

The myMCPS-Canvas platform will continue to be used for teaching and
learning during the school year. Students will access their assignments,
receive messages and use this platform to turn in work as appropriate.

Chromebooks Odessa Shannon will have Chromebook Carts with class sets of
chromebooks available for student use in the classroom. For students who
need a device to use at home, students, parents, and MCPS staff can fill out
the Student Home Use Chromebook Request form on behalf of the student.
The student’s information will be verified for take-home device eligibility,
and then a Chromebook will be sent to the school to be checked out to the
student. Students will not be required to transport home-use Chromebooks
to and from school.

Lockers All students were assigned a locker the first day of school. We ask that all
students put their backpacks in their locker. Students should not carry
backpacks throughout the school day.
